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Dean of CPCE Elected as
Chairman of Federation
for Self-financing Tertiary
Education

Prof. Peter Yuen, Dean of the College of
Professional and Continuing Education (CPCE),
has been recently elected as Chairman of
the Federation for Self-financing Tertiary
Education. His Chairmanship took effect on 20
March 2013 for a term of two years.

The Federation for Self-financing Tertiary
Education (FSTE), formerly known as “The
Federation for Continuing Education in Tertiary
Institutions” (FCE), was established in 1994 as
a coalition amongst the self-financing arms of
publicly-funded higher education institutions
and major non-profit-making institutions
engaged in self-financing tertiary education in
Hong Kong. FSTE membership now comprises

14 institutions as Full Members. FSTE members

offer programmes at degree and sub-degree
levels, catering for a full-time student population
of well over 60,000 in 2012-2013.
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
